STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on September 10, 2014 the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of John E. Fattore, M.D., David M. Wahl, M.D, Derek R. Illastron, M.D., and Enrico F. DeMaio, M.D.. 

The Board summarily suspended the license of Dr. John E. Fattore, finding that he is an immediate and serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare. The Board alleges that Dr. Fattore practiced medicine while impaired.  Dr. Fattore has the right to appeal the suspension to the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days. Dr. Fattore graduated from the University of Michigan Medical School in 1986 and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1991.  He is certified by both the American Board of Surgery Medicine and the American Board of Plastic Surgery.  He last practiced at Norwood Hospital and maintained a private practice in Norwood.  Dr. Fattore was previously disciplined by the Board in June, 2014. 

In a Consent Order, the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. David Wahl’s right to renew his medical license after Dr. Wahl agreed that he had practiced medicine without adequate medical malpractice insurance coverage and while his ability to do so was impaired by illness, resulting in the abandonment of his patient.  Dr. Wahl also acknowledged that he failed to maintain and complete adequate medical records.  Dr. Wahl may petition for a stay of the suspension of his right to renew his license only after he has met certain conditions. Dr. Wahl graduated from George Washington University School of Medicine and Health Science in 1995.  He was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1997.  He specializes in Family Medicine and last practiced in a solo practice. 

The Board also approved a Consent Order in which it reprimanded Dr. Derek R. Illastron for accessing the electronic medical records of two patients with whom he did not have a physician/patient relationship.  Dr. Illastron agreed that he accessed these records without a legitimate medical reason and without written consent.  Dr. Illastron also agreed to complete ten hours of continuing professional development courses in the area of patient medical record confidentiality and the requirements of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act. Dr. Illastron is a 2005 graduate of Ross University School of Medicine and is certified by the American Board of Internal Medicine.  He has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2008 and currently works as an internist at Cambridge Health Alliance in Everett, Massachusetts.

The Board accepted the resignation of the medical license of Dr. Enrico F. DeMaio.  Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice.  Dr. DeMaio is a 1959 graduate of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine who has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1962.  Dr. DeMaio is board-certified in surgery and had a solo practice in Yarmouth Port.
