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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on November 5, 2014, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of David Farrar, M.D., Gregg Michael Etter, M.D., and James R. Fletcher, M.D. 

The Board revoked Dr. David Farrar’s right to renew his medical license, finding that he had been criminally convicted on two counts of assault and battery and two counts of violating an abuse prevention order.   Dr. Farrar graduated from the Faculty of Medicine, University of Sydney in 1978 and is board certified in Family Medicine. He was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1997.  He previously held privileges at Mount Auburn Hospital in Cambridge. 

In a Consent Order, the Board reprimanded Dr. Gregg Michael Etter and fined him $2,500 after Dr. Etter agreed that he had practiced medicine after his license lapsed and while knowing that he no longer had an active license to practice medicine.   Dr. Etter is certified by the American Board of Psychiatry and Neurology.  He graduated from the State University of New York Upstate Medical University in 1990 and was first licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts in 1992.  Dr. Etter currently practices in Rhode Island.

The Board accepted the resignation of the medical license of Dr. James R. Fletcher.  Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice.  Dr. Fletcher is a 1982 graduate of the University of Miami School of Medicine who has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1984.  Dr.  Fletcher, a psychiatrist, last practiced medicine in Worcester. 

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
