MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on June 4, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Theodore Alston, M.D., Robert A. Weissberg, M.D. and Farrokh Khajavi-Noori, M.D.

The Board indefinitely suspended the medical license of Dr. Theodore Alston after finding that Dr. Alston engaged in conduct that places into question his competence to practice medicine. In the Consent Order, Dr. Alston agreed that he commenced a leave of absence from work in September, 2012 after testing positive for ethyl glucuronide.  Dr. Alston entered into a Voluntary Agreement Not to Practice Medicine in February, 2013. The suspension of Dr. Alston’s license was immediately stayed by the Board as Dr. Alston entered into a five year Probation Agreement. The terms of the Probation Agreement includes monitoring and reporting requirements. Dr. Alston graduated from the University of Pennsylvania School of Medicine in 1981.  He is certified by the American Board of Anesthesiology and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1986.

The medical license of Dr. Robert Weissberg was reprimanded after he agreed in a Consent Order that he engaged in conduct that undermines the public confidence in the integrity of the medical profession, particularly in his touching of patients or intruding in their personal space.  Dr. Weissberg is also required to notify the Board prior to his returning to the practice of medicine within the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. Dr. Weissberg graduated from University of Michigan Medical School in 1978 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 2009.  Dr. Weissberg, who is board-certified in Family Medicine, practices in New York.

Finally, Dr. Farrokh Khajavi-Noori agreed in a Consent Order to be admonished by the Board for being insensitive in his explanation of the intimacy-related side effects of medications, asking questions which a patient found to be personally intrusive, and for having a compact disk recording of his voice available for purchase in his office.  Dr. Khajavi-Noori graduated from Tehran University Faculty of Medicine in Iran in 1965. He has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1972.  Dr. Khajavi-Noori, a board-certified psychiatrist, is currently in solo practice in Stoneham. 

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
