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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on July 2, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Jason R. Faulhaber, M.D. and G. Rees Cosgrove, M.D.

In a Final Decision & Order, the Board revoked Dr. Jason Faulhaber’s inchoate right to renew his medical license after it found that Dr. Faulhaber had engaged in boundary violations with three patients. Dr. Faulhaber graduated from the Robert Wood Johnson Medical School in New Jersey, in 2000 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 2007.  Dr. Faulhaber, who is board-certified in internal medicine and infectious disease, is currently practicing in Virginia. 

In a Consent Order, the Board indefinitely suspended the medical license of Dr. G. Rees Cosgrove after finding that Dr. Cosgrove engaged in conduct that undermines the public confidence in the integrity of the medical profession. Dr. Cosgrove agreed that he pled guilty in Vermont to grossly negligent operation of a motor vehicle while on vacation in 2013. The suspension of Dr. Cosgrove’s license was immediately stayed by the Board as Dr. Cosgrove entered into a five year Probation Agreement. The terms of the Probation Agreement include monitoring and reporting requirements. Dr. Cosgrove graduated from the Faculty of Medicine, Queens University, Montreal, in 1980.  He is certified by the American Board of Neurological Surgery and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1986.Dr. Cosgrove is also licensed in Rhode Island and Virginia.  

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
