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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on September 10, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Gayle Rebovich, M.D., Stephen H. Fox, M.D., Thomas B. Miller, M.D., and Punyamurtula S. Kishore, M.D.

The medical license of Dr. Gayle Rebovich was indefinitely suspended by the Board after she agreed in a Consent Order that she had practiced medicine while her ability to do so was impaired by drugs and that she had engaged in conduct that undermines the public confidence in the integrity of the medical profession. Dr. Rebovich may petition for a stay of the suspension of her medical license, upon her meeting additional conditions, including her entering into a five year Probation Agreement. Dr. Rebovich graduated from Columbia University College of  Physicians & Surgeons in 2005 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 2010.  Dr. Rebovich, a board-certified neurologist, was associated with Berkshire Medical Center from 2010 until January, 2014, as well as a Pittsfield neurology practice.

In another Consent Order, the Board indefinitely suspended the medical license of  Dr. Stephen H. Fox after he agreed that he had practiced medicine while his ability to do so was impaired by alcohol and drugs. Dr. Fox may petition for a stay of the suspension of his medical license upon demonstrating eighteen months of sobriety and entering into a five year Probation Agreement. Dr. Fox entered into a Voluntary Agreement Not to Practice Medicine in July, 2014. The terms of any such Probation Agreement will include, among other terms, monitoring and reporting requirements. Dr. Fox graduated from the University of  Connecticut School of Medicine in 1996. He is certified by the American Board of Surgery and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2003.  Dr. Fox last practiced in Greenfield.

The medical license of Dr. Thomas B. Miller was suspended after he agreed in a Consent Order that his treatment of three patients did not meet the standard of care, particularly in his prescribing of pain medications.  The suspension was immediately stayed as Dr. Miller entered into a Probation Agreement which requires, among other provisions, his practice to undergo an office audit and to follow all recommendations of that audit.  Dr. Miller is also required to complete at least twenty hours of Continuing Professional Development credits in an intensive course on prescribing controlled substances. Dr. Miller graduated from University of Massachusetts Medical School in 1997 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1999.  Dr. Miller, who is board-certified in Family Medicine, currently practices in Gardner.

The Board also accepted the resignation of Dr. Punyamurtula S. Kishore’s right to renew his license to practice medicine.  Resignation is a disciplinary action that permanently removes a physician from the practice of medicine.  Dr. Kishore is a 1974 graduate of Andhra Medical College in India. He specialized in Addiction Medicine and was first  licensed in Massachusetts in 1974. Dr. Kishore was previously disciplined by the Board in 2012 when he was found to have inappropriately filed four Temporary Involuntary Hospitalization Applications for the purpose of drug treatment and drug testing.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
