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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on September 24, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Bhavneesh K. Sharma, M. and Paula McEvoy, M.D. 

The Board summarily suspended the medical license of Dr. Bhavneesh Sharma after finding that he may be a serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare. The Board alleges that Dr. Sharma engaged in inappropriate touching of hospital staff and a patient.  Dr. Sharma has the right to a hearing at the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days. Dr. Sharma graduated from Maulana Azad Medical College, University of Delhi in 1998 and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 2010. He is board-certified in Internal Medicine, with subspecialty certification in critical care medicine and pulmonary diseases.  Dr. Sharma currently works at the Suffolk County Sheriff’s Department as a physician.

The Board also indefinitely suspended the medical license of Dr. Paula McEvoy after she agreed in a Consent Order that she practiced medicine while her ability to do so was impaired.  The suspension was immediately stayed as Dr. McEvoy demonstrated eighteen months of sobriety and entered into a Probation Agreement which requires, among other provisions, ongoing monitoring and a Board-approved practice plan.. Dr. McEvoy, a board-certified pediatrician, graduated from the University of Massachusetts Medical School in 1994.  She has been licensed in Massachusetts in 1997 and last practiced in Needham.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
