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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on October 8, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Jeffrey J. Davis, M.D. and Thomas M. Horiagon, M.D. 

In a Final Decision and Order, the Board revoked Dr. Jeffrey J. Davis’ right to renew his medical license after finding that Dr. Davis failed to respond to a subpoena and failed to provide the Board with information to which it is legally entitled.   The Board also found that Dr. Davis failed to prescribe controlled substances for a legitimate purpose and in the usual course of his medical practice. Dr. Davis, an anesthesiologist, graduated from Yale University School of Medicine in 1975 and was first licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts in 1977.  He is currently licensed to practice medicine in New York and New Jersey. 

The Board also indefinitely suspended Dr. Thomas M. Horiagon’s right to renew his medical license after he was found to have been disciplined in Colorado for unprofessional conduct in this treatment of three patients and for practicing medicine while his ability to do so was impaired.  Dr. Horiagon graduated from Brown University School of Medicine in 1981 and was licensed in Massachusetts from 1990 until 2012. Dr. Horiagon is a board-certified internist, with subspecialty board certification in occupational medicine and pulmonary diseases.  He is currently licensed to practice medicine in Pennsylvania.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
