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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on October 22, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Mark M. O’Connell, M.D. and Tarek Alasil, M.D.  Disciplinary action had previously been taken against the medical license of Marc L. Nierman, M.D at the Board’s October 8th meeting.

In a Final Decision & Order, the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Mark M. O’Connell’s right to renew his medical license after he was found to have been disciplined in New Jersey for failing to fulfill the terms of his restricted medical license, for prescribing without appropriate state and federal drug control registrations, and for having medications that were mislabeled or expired and improperly stored.  Dr. O’Connell graduated from Case Western Medical School in 1985 and was licensed in Massachusetts from 1986 until 2011.  Dr. O’Connell, an internist, most recently practiced in New Jersey.  Dr. O’Connell was previously disciplined by the Board in 1997 for practicing medicine while impaired.

The Board also reprimanded Dr. Alasil after he agreed in a Consent Order that he failed to report to a hospital for a patient that had early signs of sepsis when he was on call. The Board also fined Dr. Alasil and required him to complete continuing professional development courses in ethics.  Dr. Alasil is a 2004 graduate of the University of Aleppo Faculty of Medicine in Syria who has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2010. Dr. Alasil is a board-certified internist who is currently enrolled in a residency in ophthalmology in Connecticut. 

Previously, at its meeting on October 8th, the Board accepted the resignation of Dr. Marc L. Nierman’s license to practice medicine.  Resignation is a disciplinary action that permanently removes a physician from the practice of medicine.  Dr. Nierman, a board-certified urologist, is a 1978 graduate of The Medical College of Wisconsin.  He has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1981.  Dr. Nierman last practiced at Milford Regional Medical Center.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
