MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on November 5, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical license of Mara K. Linscott, M.D.

In a Final Decision & Order, the Board reprimanded the medical license of Dr. Mara K. Linscott after she agreed that she had failed to respond to the Board on multiple occasions concerning a patient complaint.  Dr. Linscott graduated from the School of Medicine, State University of New York at Buffalo in 2003.  She is certified by the American Board of Internal Medicine and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 2010.  Dr. Linscott currently works in a group practice in Pembroke.
 
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
