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MASSACHUSETTS BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on December 3, 2015, the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of John E. Fattore, M.D., Albert Wu, M.D. and Robert E. Olson, M.D.

The Board indefinitely suspended the license of Dr. John E. Fattore after finding, in a Final Decision & Order, that he had practiced medicine while his ability to do so was impaired. Dr. Fattore graduated from the University of Michigan Medical School in 1986 and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1991.  He is certified by the American Board of Plastic Surgery. Until his medical license was summarily suspended on September 10, 2014, Dr. Fattore was Chief of  Plastic Reconstructive Surgery at Norwood Hospital and maintained a private practice in Norwood.  Dr. Fattore was previously disciplined by the Board in June, 2014.

In a Consent Order, the medical license of Dr. Albert Wu was also indefinitely suspended where he agreed that he had practiced medicine while his ability to so was impaired. Dr. Wu is 2012 graduate of the University of Michigan Medical School who has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2013. He was on a leave of absence from an anesthesiology residency at  Brigham and Women’s Hospital at the time he entered into a Voluntary Agreement Not to Practice on June 17, 2015.

In another Consent Order, the Board reprimanded the medical license of Dr. Robert E. Olson after finding that Dr. Olson falsely answered questions on three medical license renewal applications. The Board also fined Dr. Olson $5,000.00.  Dr. Olson graduated from Boston University School of Medicine in 1962 and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1966.  Dr. Olson is certified by the American Board of Internal Medicine, with subspecialty certification in Cardiovascular Disease.  He is affiliated with Beth Israel Deaconess Hospital-Plymouth and with Life Care Center of Plymouth.
 
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
