Reportable Disease: Hepatitis C





Hepatitis C is caused by the hepatitis C virus (HCV), which is transmitted by blood-to-blood contact. The most common route of transmission is by sharing equipment used to inject drugs, and before 1992 for people receiving a blood transfusion.  Most infected persons remain without symptoms for decades after which many can develop liver failure and liver cancer.  Novel antiviral medications are now available that can cure the infection.


The number and rate of newly reported cases among persons 15-29 years of age is increasing, most likely linked to the injectable opioid use epidemic.
