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education by meeting the NREMT Continued Competency Program. In accordance with A/R 2-
212, OEMS will provide a guidance document for assisting EMTs who took refresher training 
programs prior to the date of this Advisory, in applying them toward meeting the NREMT 
Continued Competency Program requirements. This guidance will be posted on the OEMS 
website with the updated recertification documents for the April 1, 2015 recertification cycle.
