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Heat Related Illness Prevention and Treatment at Recreational Camps for Children
Many summer recreational camps for children involve strenuous exercise and outdoor activities performed during the extreme heat and humidity.  As a result, many people including young and healthy children, can be at risk of heat related illness.  The prevention of heat related illness is always the primary goal.  However, knowing how to identify and successfully treat heat related illness is equally important.  Unrecognized or untreated heat related illness can result in adverse health conditions including in extreme cases death.  
Enclosed for your reference is a copy of the U. S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) guidance document entitled “Extreme Heat:  A Prevention Guide to Promote Your Personal Health and Safety”.  The document describes in detail preventative measures for avoiding heat related illness, as well as warning signs and associated treatment recommendations based on the severity and type of heat related illness.
