    Procedural Sedation and/or Mild to Moderate Sedation/Analgesia
1. Update Advisory Ruling 9101: Procedural Sedation and/or Mild to Moderate Sedation/Analgesia to include:
a. Incorporation of the Board’s April 10, 2010 finding that “sole responsibility” means assuring uninterrupted monitoring of patient consciousness and the early detection of adverse signs of deep sedation requiring the monitoring individual to have no other significant responsibilities, i.e., no tasks or duties which would compromise his/her ability to monitor the patient;
b. Incorporation of the Board’s March 8, 2012 actions that found:
i) It is within the scope of practice for a registered nurse to administer medications intended for deep sedation when ordered by a duly authorized prescriber for deep sedation in a patient who is already intubated;

ii) The registered nurse must ensure that there are organizational policies that include protocols for registered nurses who administer appropriately prescribed medications intended to produce deep sedation in non-intubated patients.  The policies must require that the registered nurse do so in the presence of a provider trained in anesthesia or expert in airway management whose sole responsibility is to manage that patient’s airway and;   

iii) Registered nurses who are duly trained and qualified may receive, accept, and transcribe orders from duly authorized prescribers for medications capable of producing deep sedation.

2. Define “deep sedation” according to the American Society of Anesthesiologists definition; and 

3. Change the Advisory Ruling 9101 title from Procedural Sedation and/or Mild to Moderate Sedation/Analgesia to Administration of Medications for Sedation/Analgesia to reflect the additional guidance for the practice of the RN whose clinical responsibilities include the administration and management of medication intended to produce deep sedation.

Proposed SARP Policy 13-01: SARP Eligibility Criteria for Nurses Undergoing Suboxone Opioid Substitution Therapy (OST)

DISCUSSION:

Members discussed D. Mclellan, V. Iyawe, and C. Jackson’s previously distributed memo and proposed SARP Policy 13-01: SARP Eligibility Criteria for Nurses Undergoing Suboxone Opioid Substitution Therapy (OST).  Peer-reviewed research data and recommendations from experts in the field of addiction and Suboxone Opioid Substitution Treatment (OST) were presented supporting Suboxone’s efficacy and limited impact on cognition.  Data from a NCSBN survey of twenty six responding jurisdictions with alternative programs showed that nineteen jurisdictions allowed participants to undergo Suboxone OST while participating in their program. Additional monitoring requirements for SARP nurses undergoing Suboxone OST were recommended.
