The Massachusetts Board of Respiratory Care ("Board") and lbraltino L. Andrade, the holder of a Limited Permit ("LP") issued by the Board on or about May 14, 2008, Limited Permit No. RL5940 (expiration date 1/31/10), and an applicant for a Respiratory Therapist ("RT") license, do hereby stipulate and agree that the information set forth below shall be entered into and become a permanent part of Mr. Andrade's records maintained by the Board.
