As you know from the notice DTA sent you a few days ago, you have been picked for the Healthy Incentives Pilot (HIP). 

This pilot wants to help people who get SNAP/Food Stamps to buy more fruits and vegetables. When you buy healthy fruits and vegetables with SNAP at our partner food stores, you will earn extra SNAP benefits on your SNAP EBT card. In fact, when you spend $1 on HIP foods, you will earn $0.30 in more SNAP benefits. If you spend $10 on HIP foods, you will earn $3 more. And so on. You can earn up to $60 more in SNAP benefits each month.

We have included more information about HIP with this notice. The information includes: a brochure on HIP, a list of foods that count for HIP, a list of food stores where you can earn the extra SNAP benefits, and a list of questions and answers about HIP.

If you would like to come to a training about HIP, you can come to any on the calendar we sent you with the first notice. You do not need to sign up ahead of time. Each person who attends a training will receive a strong, reusable grocery bag that can be used when shopping.
