Frequently Asked Questions
Forms: Required and Optional
Question 1:  Does the MSDP form set meet Rehab Option documentation requirements for Caring Together?
Answer 1:  The MSDP form set meets the rehab option requirements for DMH referred youth only.   Providers serving DCF youth are required to use the DCF Web Based reporting through I-Family Net for specific documentation regarding DCF referred youth (see below).
Question 2:  What forms are required through Caring Together and I-Family Net?

Answer 2:   The below chart identifies documentation that currently exists in I-Family Net that Caring Together providers who serve DCF referred youth need to continue to utilize.  
	Required Forms in I-Family Net

	· Child/Adolescent Needs and Strengths(CANS) (at discharge)
· Initial 72 hour Treatment Plan

· Individualized Treatment Plan (ITP) 

· Quarterly ITP




Question 3:  Some Caring Together providers will be serving both DCF and DMH youth within their programs.  Are providers required to have different form sets for DCF and DMH?
Answer 3: When a provider is serving DCF youth, the provider is required to complete the above noted documentation on I-Family Net. These documents should be printed out for the paper record.  As other documentation such as service notes, assessments, clinical formulation are not on I-Family Net, the provider serving DCF youth is able to use MSDP forms or forms of its own creation for this documentation as long as they meet Rehab Option requirements. A provider serving a DMH referred youth does not currently have access to I-Family Net regarding the DMH referred child for the above noted documentation of treatment planning. In effect, unfortunately there would be two separate form sets for the documentation of treatment planning for DCF and DMH referred youth. 
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
