· CrossTown Connect formed a Community Compact last year. Through this program, they were able to access technical assistance from MassDOT to create a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between CrossTown Connect, the Lowell Regional Transit Authority, and the Montachusett Regional Transit Authority
· This MOU will allow COA vehicles from one town to pick up residents in another town
· This is the first cross-RTA agreement of its kind in Massachusetts
· This accomplishment builds on a long list of accomplishments CrossTown Connect has achieved in coordinating transportation and increasing transportation services in their communities
