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NOTICE OF PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS

The Division proposes to amend its regulations under the authority of M.G.L. c. 118E, ss. 7 and 12 and pursuant to M.G.L. c. 30A. The Division describes the substance of the proposed actions as amendments to regulations found at 130 CMR 410.000. These regulations describe MassHealth provider eligibility and service coverage requirements for acute outpatient hospitals (AOH) and chronic disease and rehabilitation hospitals (COH). The proposed amendments update definitions and clarify provider participation requirements as they apply to AOH or COH providers, respectively; streamline the regulations by referring to other MassHealth regulations or provisions for applicable rules governing certain services; clarify certain requirements for outpatient hospitals that provide mental health services to more accurately reflect current MassHealth practices, to describe requirements for ordering psychological testing, and simplify program requirements and administration; and make other updates to increase clarity, remove obsolete provisions and utilize current terminology.  
It is anticipated that these amendments will not go into effect before December 16, 2016.
