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NOTICE OF PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS

The Division of Medical Assistance (MassHealth) proposes to amend its regulations under the authority of M.G.L. c. 118E, ss. 7 and 12 and pursuant to M.G.L. c. 30A. MassHealth describes the substance of the proposed actions as amendments to regulations found at 130 CMR 450.000: Administrative and Billing Regulations. The proposed amendments make technical and clarifying corrections, update outdated language and citations, and reflect changes in processes and technologies, among other things. They also enhance provider program integrity to permit fingerprinting, restrict enrollment of providers that purchase practices subject to credible allegations of fraud, and require providers to notify MassHealth of suspected member and provider fraud. 
It is anticipated that these amendments will not go into effect before November 4, 2016.
