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NOTICE OF PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS
The Office proposes to amend its regulations under the authority of M.G.L. c. 6, Sec. 207, and pursuant to M.G.L. c. 30A, Sec. 3.  The Office describes the substance of the proposed actions as amendments to regulations found at 121 CMR 1.00, 2.00, 3.00 and 4.00.  
 The Office is making technical corrections to its Fair Hearing regulatory chapter at 121 CMR 1.00, and to its Auxiliary Activities regulatory chapter at 121 CMR 3.00, to update program terms.  The Office also is amending its MA Refugee Resettlement Program (MRRP) regulatory chapter at 121 CMR 2.00.  The amendments to this chapter update the description of primary requirements of the MRRP, particularly regarding case management and employment services, as well as update program terms. The Office also is rescinding its Criminal Offender Record Information (CORI) regulatory chapter at 121 CMR 4.00.  The Office has been governed by the MA Executive Office of Health and Human Services CORI regulations since May 1, 2009, and rescission of the Office’s CORI regulations is codifying current practice.
All persons desiring to submit data, views or arguments concerning these proposed actions shall file the same with the General Counsel, Office for Refugees and Immigrants, 600 Washington Street, Boston, Massachusetts 02111, on or before 6/24/2016.
It is anticipated that these regulations will not go into effect before 7/1/2016.
