Please be advised that the second paragraph of Section 32 of Chapter 148 of the Massachusetts General law provides that if an insurance company has reason to suspect that a fire loss to an insured's real or personal property was caused by incendiary means, the company shall:



1.
Furnish to the investigating police department relevant materials acquired 



during the investigation;



2.
Cooperate with the police department; and



3.
Take such action as the police department may reasonably request.



Said Section 32 also provides that an insurance company may request access to information gathered by the police department in an investigation into such fire loss of suspected incendiary origin.
