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RE: Printed Materials for Fire Academy Courses

As many of you are aware, a significant number of training organizations, including the
National Fire Academy, are moving away from the printing and distribution of training
materials to a system where students can download their own materials from the internet.
These measure provide several benefits including a reduction in paper usage, allowing
the student to have access to more materials, and often easier access to the materials for
student reference after the class.

Beginning this fall semester, the Department of Fire Services / Massachusetts
Firefighting Academy will be moving to the electronic delivery of student materials for
the majority of our programs. We will continue to provide printed materials for both our
12-Week career recruit program, the Call and VVolunteer recruit program and any
programs that contain sensitive information (for example our Counter Terrorism
Operational Program.)

All of these course materials will be available in PDF format from the DFS website.
Upon registering for a program with electronic course materials, students will be
provided with the link to download these materials. Students may choose to print these
materials, view them on a laptop or tablet computer, or transfer them to an ereader for use
in class.
