BOARD’S DECISION ON APPEAL

Introduction

	This matter came before the State Building Code Appeals Board (“Board”) on Appellant’s appeal application filed pursuant to G.L. c.143, §100 and 780 CMR 122.1 (“Application”).  Appellant sought a variance from 780 CMR 1021.32 with respect exterior façade replacement/renovations on the Callahan Tunnel vent building.      

Procedural History

On or about August 28, 2011, a State Building Inspector denied a State Building Permit application from the Commonwealth’s Department of Transportation because supporting documentation failed to provide a second means of egress from the 2nd, 3rd, and 4th floors of the Callahan Tunnel vent building pursuant to 780 CMR 1021.32 (8th Edition).  The Board convened a public hearing on October 6, 2011, in accordance with G.L.c. 30A, §§10 & 11; G.L.c. 143, §100; 801 CMR 1.02; and 780 CMR 122.3.  All interested parties were provided an opportunity to testify and present evidence to the Board.  The following exhibits were admitted into evidence: (1) State Building Code Appeals Board Appeal Application Form, and related documents, received September 1, 2011; (2) Memorandum dated February 14, 2011from Mike DiMascio to Mohammad Saleemuddin regarding Callahan Vent Building.
