	Peter Ostroskey, representing Chief Kevin Robinson, chair of BFPR, provided an introduction noting: the process has involved three years of work and has been open, transparent and inclusive; this NFPA-1 model code version replaces the existing 527 homegrown code in accordance with Patrick administration objective to move to model codes; six subcommittees made up of broad spectrum of stakeholders; amendments incorporate current 527 CMR provisions not in NFPA-1 and eliminate  most NFPA-1 sections not in 527CMR; some new areas in NFPA-1 not in 527 have been included;  worked closely with stakeholders and the building and specialized codes; wholesale change to NFPA-1 chapter 1 only to address MA unique administrative requirements;  adds fire code appeals board to chapter 1; worked closely with DPS to specify rules re: jurisdiction for building vs. fire issues; extensive training process planned for regulatory and public;  fire code is maintenance code with language complimentary to building code and specialized codes;  BFPR recently voted on 2/6/2014 to promulgate and therefore now before BCCC; have received comments from other departments already; and believes no conflicts and any overlap is by design.  Tom Gatzunis noted: DPS has worked well with DFS reviewing the subject proposed code; it’s been a good process; it’s very close to a final document that DPS can endorse; and made a motion to approve a first reading of the entire document.  P. Senopoulos explained first read means the intent would be to have a final vote at the next BCCC meeting and added to the motion that it was generally understood that between now and the next meeting any remaining and additional comments would be addressed. M. Morris noted DEP just recently received the document, are meeting next week, and will try to provide review and comments prior to the March meeting.  The vote was 15 in favor and two abstentions:  T. Langella and T. Hopkins.  P. Ostroskey indicated; members of the committees working on this code will be posted to the Flip Drive; the written comments (to BFPR) closing date is 3/21/14; and the code will come back to BFPR and BCCC if significant changes are received before completing promulgation.
