Lastly, I would also recommend an edit to Note A of Table 903.2 to clarify the intent of the various aspects of the note.  On various occasions both staff and the FPFP have provided clarifications to this note given its configuration. By simply breaking the note out into separate items it would provide the needed clarity.  Also, it is worth stating that since no technical change is occurring, there is no cost impact that is positive or negative.  The cost impact was already addressed through the Chapter 9 review.

Note a – General 
1.       For Use Group R and I-I Buildings with an aggregate building area of 12,000 sq. ft. or more, and Mixed Use Buildings containing R Uses, the sprinkler system shall be designed and installed throughout the structure in accordance with NFPA 13. 

2.       For the purposes of section 903.2, the aggregate building area shall be the combined area of all stories of the building and fire walls shall not be considered to create separate buildings. 

3.       Buildings of entire R-Use, other than R-1 Occupancies and R-2 Dormitories, having no more than three dwelling units and also less than 12,000 aggregate sq. ft. shall be permitted to have an automatic fire suppression system installed in accordance with section 903.3.1.3, provided that every automatic sprinkler system shall have at least one automatic water supply or a stored water supply source in accordance with NFPA-13D where the minimum quantity of stored water shall equal the water demand rate times 20 minutes. 

4.       Townhouses are required to be protected by automatic sprinkler systems.
