6. BCCC Purpose. 
· RA gives a power point presentation on BCCC purpose (EXHIBIT B).
· Currently still using 2009 code, so it’s a little overdue for 5 years update. 
· Insurance implications for having a code that is more than 5 years old. 

7. 780 CMR: State Building Code Proposed 9th Edition  
· Presentation by Felix Zemel (FZ) Department of Public Safety (EXHIBIT C).
· FZ going over technical code issues.
· Legislation background. 
· Legislation in response to need to have a uniform state building code, created by the BBRS.
· M.G.L. c. 143 has multiple sections that outline responsibility and authority.  
· Development of this edition has been 2 years in the making to ensure no conflicts or duplications. 
· Addresses potential duplication and or conflict with 527CMR, 105CMR, 271CMR
· Working with other boards, sister agencies, and stakeholders to correct these items
· Thanked DFS staff, specifically, for bringing multiple errata to light, and for working together to address conflicts prior to the BCCC meeting.
· Review of the Draft 9th Edition of 780 CMR: State Building Code.  Said code will comprise of the following:
· 2015 International Building Code, with MA front-end amendments;
· 2015 International Residential Code, with MA front-end amendments;
· 2015 International Energy Conservation Code, with MA front-end amendments;
· Portions of  the 2015 International Fire Code, with MA front-end amendments; and
· Portions of the 2015 International Mechanical Code, with MA front-end amendments

8. LM opens the floor for comments and/or discussions.
· MP-Fire Safety Commission- we haven’t promulgated regulations for over 25 years but we often hear lots of concerns re: difficulty of finding information. 
· MP- Engineers and Architects -misuse of stamps. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]MP-Chapter 1 of building code is really important and a key one.
· MP-Thinks that Engineers and Architects should have a seat on the board.  
· MP-will not support this next Edition until the enhanced sprinkler law is cleared. 
· FZ responds- committed to developing joint FAQ’s with other boards. Any issues can be added to this list if it is unclear to a user where something is in the code or how it applies. 
· JH- wants to know how sub-regulatory guidance will be referenced.
· FZ responds-can be referenced in forward the code. 
· MP to LM- can architect/engineer be added to the board? 
· FZ responds- Executive Order 518 specifically lists which entities can be included. 
· RA- there has been amendments.    
· LM-asked about legislation.
· SR-doesn’t think the legislation would affect that. 
· TH-initial intends to bring together promulgation.
· MP-DEP is also relevant to construction.
·  DEP is REPRESENTED 
· PS-reminding members of BCCC purpose
· MP-comments more about clarification as opposed to conflict or duplication 

9. MOTION by RA to “approve the first, second, and final read of the proposed 9th Edition of 780 CMR, with the following conditions:
1. BBRS, DPS, DPL and SM Board staff shall work toward resolving any conflicts and work together toward coordinating guidance regarding jurisdictional boundaries and appropriate references to 271 CMR.
2. BBRS staff corrects the errata noted by DFS staff in their email dated 11/17/2015 at 12:24 PM.
3. FPFP Committee to review and provide recommendations regarding noted conflict between 527 CMR and 780 CMR (appears to be typo in 780 CMR).
4. BBRS reconcile identified conflict by either voting to adopt, by reference, 527 CMR 1.00, Table 60.4.2.1.13.3a & 3b, or otherwise modify proposed 9th Edition 780 CMR Table 427.13 to reflect identical maximum allowable quantities as stated in the aforementioned Tables in the State Fire Code.
5. FPFP Committee to review and recommend appropriate approval authority for Emergency Responder Radio Coverage.
· NOTE: DPS and DFS agree that no conflict exists with regard to this issue.
6. BBRS will vote on FPFP recommendations, re: Items 3 and 5, at the December Public Hearing.
