1. MD called the meeting to order (7:54) and then Roll Call was taken:

2. Chapter 34 Advisory Committee (C34AC) reviewed minutes from the meeting on October 16, 2014 and approved Exhibit A. (DA, KH, All) 7:55. AVW who was absent for the previous meeting abstained from the vote.

3. MD opened up the discussion on homework assignments per the actions from the October 16 meeting with the first being consideration of the definition of work area:

a. DA provided a summary of his and MG’s effort on the definition of ‘work area’ as found in Exhibit B. The discussion focused on what HUD and NJ recommended or used for work area. MD noted that there is a IEBC conflict between ‘maintaining the current level fire protection’ and ‘replacement of materials that serve the same purpose’ so if a building had just a single smoke detector then the owner could do a level 1 alteration and not upgrade the building with a Chapter 9 fire alarm system. KH suggested combining the NJ and IEBC definition and MG noted that may aid in tightening the definition so that more upgrades would be required. DRH motioned that the IEBC definitions be changed according to Exhibit B which was seconded by JN for consideration by the BBRS for the 9th edition. KH noted that this would be a significant change to the work area method in total and MG noted that it may be unlikely for the BBRS to approve it. MD noted that the C34AC could put forward to the International Code Council a code change proposal in early 2015 for consideration into the IEBC 2018. JN noted that if a code change is needed then it should be incorporated into the 9th edition. C34AC approved the motion (DRH, JN, Approved) KH, JN, and MD ↓ and MSG abstain. 
b. MG motioned that the work area definition be redefined using an idea by KH to include this sentence in the work area definition “and shall also include spaces where the extent and nature of the construction is such that the space cannot be occupied while the construction is in progress” and that it be considered by the BBRS as a code change proposal for the work area definition for the 9th edition. After discussion C34AC approved the motion. (MG, DRH, Approved) MSG abstain. 
4. KH reviewed his code change proposal to section 101.2 pertaining to the specialty codes. MSG took an action to revise the language per C34AC discussion and forward to KH for review. C34AC approved the revised the language (KH, JN, Approved) MSG abstain. 
DH discussed the reroofing requirements in IEBC. Included in this was a revision to MA amendment 302.7 and that item 2 be deleted if it is already covered by other SAC endorsed amendments. He provided recommendations on 706.3 to add two exceptions to allow certain materials to remain and to modify the definition of roof recover to allow for removal of certain roof materials. He noted that clarity be provided by SAC on triggers for reroofing projects for buildings in Seismic Design Category D, E, F.  C34AC approved an action for MSG to incorporate these changes put forward by DH into Exhibit C and forward to C34AC for review. (JN, KH, Approved) MSG abstain 10:08
DRH discussed his recommendation as found in Exhibit D for common area smoke detection and unit heat detection for buildings which undergo alterations which do not require a sprinkler system. C34AC approved an action for MSG to incorporate into the amendment file and possibly forward to FPFP for technical review and consultants for cost estimates on the added cost for the heat detection. (DRH, JN, Approved) MSG abstain. 10:34.
JN discussed his recommendation for modification to 1002.1 and then C34AC approved this language as an addition to the section “where the character or use of a an existing building is changed to a special use or occupancy as found in 780 CMR 4 the building shall comply with all the applicable requirements of that chapter.” (JN, DRH, Approved) MSG abstain. 
5. MD opened the discussion on the latest version of the white paper of fire protection of existing residential buildings and the BBRS direction for comments from various entities. Discussed was whether or not C34AC would provide comments. AVW motioned to applaud the BBRS and thank them for their effort which was seconded by DH but after discussion AVW withdrew the motion. After some discussion C34AC approved tabling of the white paper for full committee comment but that individual members can supply personal comment to BBRS via MSG. (MG, KH, Approved) DRH ↓ and MSG abstain. 
6. JN noted that the state wide permit application form should be updated to incorporate information for existing buildings. MSG noted that this work is in progress via an action from a BBRS meeting.
7. The next meeting was determined to be Dec 3 at 7:30 a.m. and then the meeting was adjourned. (DRH, JN, All) 11:50.
