Board of Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters Review revisions to 248 CMR 10.01-10.23

WT gives an explanation and summary of the above proposed regulation changes (see MEMO) 

· 10.02: Basic Principles 
· 10.03: Definitions 
· 10.06: Materials 
· 10.08 Traps and Cleanouts 
· 10.09: Separators 
· 10.10: Plumbing Fixtures  

TH asked if these revisions address exemptions for elderly housing for washing machines.  WT responded that there are many revisions regarding washing machines in the proposed revisions, specifically to address the concerns raised by groups like the AAB.

RA offered amendments/conditions to this revision:


1. Prior to promulgation, the Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters should rename Basic Principle No. 19 as “Fixtures Shall Be Accessible for Cleaning”; 
2. The Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters shall should develop and approve a formal interpretation relating to the applicability of proposed Basic Principle No. 10 to residential garages; elucidating the fact that separators are not required for any residential garages exempted by 248 CMR 10.09(1)(b)(2) et seq; 
3. The Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters shall continue to work with the Department of Environmental Protection to correct any provisions where 248 CMR 10.00 et seq may conflict with 310 CMR et seq; 
4. The Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters shall continue to work with the Department of Environmental Protection to clarify any potential confusing language, with regard to Hazardous Waste and wastewater treatment systems, through the creation of formal interpretations (which meet the satisfaction of both the Department of  Environmental Protection and the Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters); 
5.  The Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas Fitters shall continue to work with the State College Building Authority, and other stakeholders, to address concerns relative to the provision of separate staff and student facilities in post-secondary higher education uses, as regulated by 248 CMR 10.10(18)(h)(4); and 
6. The Board of State Examiners of Plumbers and Gas shall should develop and approve a formal interpretation related to the jurisdiction over the installation of certain storm water drainage system components (e.g., leaders, gutters and downspouts), explaining that the jurisdiction of 248 CMR 10.00 et seq begins when those components penetrate the building envelope (i.e., at the connection between the leader and the conductor) and as provided in the definition of “plumbing”. 

Discussion:

WT points out that #2 and #6 says SHALL- would like to see that changed to “should consider developing”. 
PS Point of clarification—did DEP identify conflicts? 
DB- FZ spoke with the plumbing board yesterday and there is a pathway to work out any conflicts that may exist between 248 CMR and DEP regulations. Only clarification is that it’s not just DEP regulations, but also federal regulations.  Need to be consistent with those.

PS #5 is it conflict or duplication? Not clear 
WT we aren’t aware of conflicts, we are working with state buildings.
