101.3 Purpose and Intent. The purpose of this code is to provide a more energy efficient alternative to the base code energy for new and existing buildings. A municipality seeking to ensure that construction within its boundaries is designed and built above the energy efficiency requirements of 780 CMR may mandate adherence to this code.

This code may be adopted or rescinded by any municipality in the commonwealth in the manner prescribed by law. 780 CMR 115.AA may be adopted by any municipality in the commonwealth in the manner prescribed by law and rescinded in the same manner it was adopted
If adopted by a municipality ,this code, rather than Chapter 13 or 34 of the International Building Code 2009 with Massachusetts Amendments (780 CMR 13.00 or 34.00) or for Single- and Two-family dwellings at 780 CMR 61.00, or 93.00, as applicable, shall govern.

This code shall regulate the design and construction of buildings to provide flexibility, and, permit the use of innovative approaches and techniques to achieve effective energy use.
Introduction and Background:

Cities and towns, which have adopted the stretch code through the manner prescribed by law, have been confronted with the issue of what, if anything needs to be done by the city or town when amendments to the stretch code are adopted by the BBRS. The current language may suggest that the city or town has to reconvene a public meeting each and every time a change to the stretch code is made. This was not an intended outcome when the original stretch code was written. The suggested change, which has been reviewed by the AGO, adds clarity to how the code can be adopted and rescinded.
Pro and Con Reasons for Adoption:
If the language is unchanged there is likelihood that cities and towns would reconvene public meeting to ‘readopt’ the stretch code, which would put an undue burden on those citizens.
There are no ‘con’ reasons that this proponent can think of, pertaining to adding clarity to the original adopt and rescind language.
