a. Staff informed the BBRS that the forms for use by registered design professionals on construction control projects are still in development. However, despite the fact that the draft forms were not available discussion ensued. Below are two comments of note:

RC: ‘Many people like me do the job of a Registered Design Professional in Responsible Charge (RDPRC) and I am not a Registered Design Professional’. 

BG: ‘An RDPRC adds what may be an unnecessary layer of oversight and cost to construction’.
b.
TG sought out BBRS volunteers for service on the state building code Appeals Board. At this meeting HS and RC volunteered and later via email JL as well. RA noted that his service will primarily be via a state building inspector designee.

Staff informed the BBRS of feedback on Advisory Committee memberships from stakeholders (for example NAIOP and BSA) and their desire to have representation on these committees. Staff will seek input from various sources, and propose to the BBRS either at the Sep or Oct meeting, a ‘standard’ membership makeup. 
d.
Staff informed the BBRS of its work with the Board of State Examiner of Electricians to determine what PV array and solar hot water work is building permittable and what work is electrical or plumbing code permittable.  Don Jansen from DPL was in attendance. Staff also sought out BBRS volunteers to work on this task group which will follow open meeting law guidelines. BG, RC, SM and JN volunteered for this group. 
Other: Staff handed out paper copies of several FAQs that were recently posted to the DPS website. Since the BBRS is at ‘arms length’ to these, no discussion ensued. However, the members were informed that if they have comments or questions on these or other FAQs they may contact Staff.
