	OB #2. Actions from previous BBRS Meetings 

a.  FPFP chair R. Carasitti presented a status of FPFP effort on the Model 15 Goal. No changes to the MA requirements for manual pull stations were approved while a number of changes to the MA requirements for standpipes were approved. These changes are found in file ‘120614 SECTION 905 with FPFP commentary from MODEL 15 review.docx’  
Two questions were directed to the FPFP:

1. How many or what percentage of fire and/or emergency responses in MA were initiated by manual pull stations vs. the total of all other devices (cell phone, sprinkler water flow, etc.) 

2. How many or what percentage of fire and/or emergency responses in MA were initiated ‘early’ by manual pull stations.  

It should be noted that the BBRS has yet to consider these or other Model 15 code changes that have been approved/recommended by the FPFP.   
b. BG noted that the letter which reflects the BBRS positions on pending legislation is written and will be issued. 
c.  RC compiled notes on his unannounced plant visits to Signature Builders and Haven Homes in PA along with a visit to PFS Corp, a third party inspection agency (TPIA). He read from these notes ‘R_Crowley_Visit_Manufactured_Builders.doc’ while the BBRS was shown slides ‘Manufactured Buildings_ Plant_Visits.ppt’ which contained the salient points.  Additionally 22 photos were viewed and discussed. RC indicated that these visits revealed to him that both companies produce code compliant, high quality products and that this TPIA acts independently.
