a.  There was no new status on FPFP work on the Model 15 Goal 
b.  Final draft forms for use by registered design professionals (RDP) on construction control projects will be completed at a meeting set for Sep 27, 8:00 AM-1:00 PM at DPS, which will be attended by building officials, RDPs, and BBRS Staff.
c.  A PV site visit is planned for Sep 14 concerning the subject of PV array work and guidance on what work is building permittable and what work is electrical code permittable. An interagency (DPS and DPL) meeting will follow with the date to be determined. 
	

	OB #3 Discussion and votes on code change proposals on 780 CMR::

a. BG opened the topic of sprinkler systems with a request for a moment of silence in honor of public safety officials who have given their lives in service.  He then sought testimony on Residential Volume Chapter 3 and Appendix 115BB sprinkler proposals with a focus on ‘new information not previously presented to the BBRS pertaining to life safety, technical requirements, or cost of construction of sprinklers in one- or two- family dwellings’. BG informed the audience that the BBRS would not take votes on these proposals at this meeting. Four proposals were presented:

State Fire Marshal Coan withdrew from consideration proposals 2012_13 and 2012_15, and then gave testimony in favor of 2012_14 and 2012_16. Following his testimony several more individuals presented testimony (either pro or con) on these proposals. No specific testimony is recorded in these minutes but may be found on digital recordings of the meeting. 
b. Three code change proposals on open/closed systems of hazardous material, which were approved previously for the EO485 process by the BBRS, received additional public comment. These comments recommend that the proposals not be adopted as currently written. They were received from RJA; ‘RJA Position on 780 CMR Proposed Changes.pdf’ and Novartis; ‘Novartis Cambridge Response to 780 CMR 307.2 Code Changes 20120828.pdf ‘. No action was taken by the BBRS on this topic. 
c. Four code change proposals to Chapter 110.R3 noted below were presented. TG noted that this regulation is in process of a rewrite and that information in these four proposals can be considered for this rewrite. The BBRS took no action on any of these, and all four will be available for public comment following a statutory public hearing in November.
