	Additional Business:
1. Review Update from April 4, 2012 list of delinquent CEU’s referred to the BBRS.
2. Commissioner Gatzunis, Attorney Todd Grossman and Rob Anderson, Chief of Inspections will be at the meeting to discuss what recourse the BOCC has with the cities and towns who are not in compliance with CMR R7.1.7.4.7.
Commissioner Gatzunis and Attorney Todd Grossman were present for this portion of the meeting.

· Commissioner Gatzunis recommended issuing tickets to building officials who are currently affiliated with a city or town and are uncertified and/or unqualified. Prior to the ticket being issued, by the chief of Inspections, approval a cursory department review should be done by the State Building Inspector and approval from the BBRS. 

· Clarification will be made if the new ticketable offenses will include any code or requirement in the building code.
Files for each individual who is uncertified, unqualified or in non-compliance with continuing education will be compiled and reviewed by Attorney Todd Grossman and the BOCC prior to recommendation to the BBRS.

3. Review complaint regarding Edwin May, Great Barrington Building Commissioner. On a Motion by Chris Clemente and seconded by Peter McLaughlin it was VOTED to TABLE until clarification is received from the Administrator as to why this was referred to the BOCC. BOCC members feel this is a zoning issue and does not fall under BOCC jurisdiction.
4. Charles Miller – Westhampton; April, 2012 a request for an extension was denied and a recommendation was made he should resign his position as inspector of buildings because he was not certified. The town received a copy of the BOCC’s decision.  A letter was received he will be resigning June 30, 2012. Since he did not immediately resign his position the BOCC asked Attorney Grossman if his local certification could be suspended or revoked for not following the BOCC’s recommendation. Attorney Grossman said yes, according to R7.4.1.4 Decisions and discipline of certification holders.
5. Andy Bobola requested a memo to forward to the Clerks Association for the Building Official Notification form to be completed and returned to the BBRS. This form is completed by the city or town clerk signed and returned annually by April 1st to keep the database at BBRS up to date.


	Clarifications regarding :

· Effective March 1, 2006, must receive prior approval prior to taking exams

· Clean slate as of January 1, 2008; previous history will be looked at for anyone who has already received an extension prior to 1/2008

· Extensions granted from ending date of last extension or when should have been certified

· Table resumes or outlines until following month after more information has been required; if info not received qualifications will be voted on again with info on hand

· Questions regarding application for certification “approved pending receipt of information requested”

· Acknowledge New Employee Report Forms if qualifications have not been previously reviewed and approved. 

· If appointee meets the minimum qualifications proceed as normal. 
· If the Committee deems the person does not meet the minimum qualifications TABLE for one month.  Present qualifications to the Full Board for their determination if the appointee meets minimum qualifications. 
· Hearings – Vote to CONTINUE; extended for a cause
· Can NERF be denied when Inspector of Buildings has been appointed without the Local certification? YES
· Effective February 6, 2011 no more than three extensions will be granted.
