Proposed 2009 IEBC Amendments – Carbon Monoxide Protection

Delete current MA Amendment 102.2.1.2 Item 1 and replace with the following:
102.2.1.2 Other Cases Where Required. Fire protection systems are required for the following cases:
1. Carbon monoxide protection shall be provided as follows:

a. In individual sleeping or dwelling units within the work area in accordance with 780 CMR Chapter 9 if the building contains fossil-fuel burning equipment or incorporates enclosed parking within its structure.
Exception: Buildings provided with carbon monoxide protection in compliance with 527 CMR 31.05 (Technical Options).
b. Throughout the building in accordance with 780 CMR Chapter 9 where the work area exceeds 50 percent of the aggregate area of the building.
c. Where a change in occupancy classification occurs that requires carbon monoxide protection to be provided based on the new occupancy in accordance with 780 CMR Chapter 9, such system shall be provided throughout the area where the change of occupancy occurs.
Notwithstanding the provisions of this code, carbon monoxide protection may be required in accordance with the provisions of M.G.L. c. 148, § 26F½, 527 CMR, and/or 248 CMR.  

Notes/Commentary:

a. Single amendment in Chapter 1 addresses carbon monoxide provisions for all 3 potential IEBC compliance methods.  

b. The term “work area” is defined in IEBC Chapter 2 and for the purposes of this amendment would apply to all three IEBC compliance options.
