Proposed changes to the International Existing Building Code 2009 (IEBC) or
 8th edition MA amendments
101.5.1 Delete MA amendment and modify section as follows:
101.5.1 Prescriptive compliance method. Repairs, alterations, additions, and changes of occupancy complying with Chapter 3 of this code in buildings complying with Sections 803, 804, 4603 and 4604 of the International Fire Code shall be considered in compliance with the provisions of this code. In International Fire Code Section 4603 any reference to ‘fire code official’ shall mean ‘building official and fire official’ and in International Fire Code Section 4604 any reference to ‘fire code official’ shall mean ‘building official’. 

The investigation and evaluation report (Section 101.5.4.0) shall indicate how the building will comply with Sections 803, 804, 4603 and 4604 of the International Fire Code.

101.10 Delete MA amendment:
101.10 Masonry Walls. For alterations to buildings with masonry walls, all masonry walls shall comply with the provisions of Appendix A1 as modified by Massachusetts Amendments, where any of the following conditions exist:

1. the work area exceeds 50% of the aggregate area of the building, or

2. an occupancy increase of more than 25% and to a total of 100 or more, or

3. a change of occupancy to a relative hazard category of 1 or 2 per Table 912.5, or educational occupancies K to 12, or

4. a Level 2 Alteration, as defined by section 404, to an Occupancy Category IV per ASCE 7.

301.1.1 Add a last sentence as follows:

‘Projects that involve roofing shall comply with Sections 606.2 and 606.3 as applicable’

606.3.2 Replace MA amendment as follows:
606.3.2 Replace ‘Where roofing…90 mph or in a special wind region, as defined in section 1609 of the International Building Code’ with ‘Where roofing materials are removed from the entire roof diaphragm of a building or section of a building located where the basic wind speed is 120 mph and the occupancy category is type IV as defined in Table 1604.5 of the International Building Code.’

907.3.1 Modify section as follows:
907.3.1 Compliance with the International Building Code level seismic forces. Where a building or portion

thereof is subject to a change of occupancy that results in the building being assigned to a higher occupancy category based on Table 1604.5 of the International Building Code; or where such change of occupancy results in a reclassification of a building to a higher hazard category as shown in Table 912.4; or where a change of a Group M occupancy to a Group A, E, I-1, R-1, R-2 or R-4 occupancy with two-thirds or more of the floors involved in Level 3 alteration work, the building shall comply with the requirements for International Building Code level seismic forces as specified in Section 101.5.4.1 for the new occupancy category.

Exceptions:

1. Group M occupancies Any occupancy being changed to Group A, E, I-1, R-1, R-2 or R-4 occupancies for buildings less than six stories in height and in Seismic Design Category A, B or C. 
2. Where approved by the code official, specific detailing provisions required for a new structure are not required to be met where it can be shown that an equivalent level of performance and seismic safety is obtained for the applicable occupancy category based on the provision for reduced International Building Code level seismic forces as specified in Section 101.5.4.2.

3. Where the area of the new occupancy with a higher hazard category is less than or equal to 10 percent of the total building floor area and the new occupancy is not classified as Occupancy Category IV. For the purposes of this exception, buildings occupied by two or more occupancies not included in the same occupancy category, shall be subject to the provisions of Section 1604.5.1 of the International Building Code. The cumulative effect of the area of occupancy changes shall be considered for the purposes of this exception. 

4. Unreinforced masonry bearing wall buildings in Occupancy Category III when assigned to Seismic

Design Category A or B shall be allowed to be strengthened to meet the requirements of Appendix Chapter A1 of this code [Guidelines for the Seismic Retrofit of Existing Buildings (GSREB)].
