MEMA Regional Updates
Region I

Cape Ann REPC- Cape Ann is working to plan a sheltering exercise for the spring using their new shelter in Gloucester. They have been looking at Barnstable County’s sheltering plans and working to develop a plan similar to Barnstable.

Northern Essex REPC- Allen attended an exercise held in Newburyport on June 29th.  Numerous Newburyport Departments attended along with representatives from the REPC. 

Mystic REPC- Mystic held their Full Membership meeting May 17.  Mystic is planning an exercise for October 18th of this year. Details are still being worked on. Capt. Tustin has agreed to join the SERC and serve on the committee.   

Metrowest REPC- Still continuing with plans of a functional exercise in the Fall. This is the next step from the tabletop exercise they held last year and will be an active shooter scenario with a haz-mat component built into it. 

Cambridge LEPC – April meeting had two presentations:  “Stop the Bleed”: An active shooter how to help yourself to stay alive.  The other presentation was on cyber terrorism and how to start planning for a cyber-terror incident.  

Boston LEPC- Boston LEPC is reviewing the Tier 2’s they have received and also looking to review surrounding community’s reports. Jeff provided the Tier 2’s received for surrounding communities to Boston. 

Region II
Today we are presenting the Milton LEPC application for Re-Certification, the Cohasset application for Full Certification and a Start-Up application for the Pilgrim Area REPC.  The Town of Milton will be represented by Sargent Chuck Caputo, the LEPC Chair, the Town of Cohasset will represented by Glenn Pratt, EMD/LEPC Chair and the Pilgrim Area REPC will be represented by planner Ed Hartnett.
