Launches its “Out in Force” Campaign 

Helping to Deter Unsafe Driving Behaviors 

[CITY, State] – [Law Enforcement Organization] has begun its Sustained Traffic Enforcement Program (STEP), increasing its presence in enforcing important traffic safety laws in [CITY].  The program is designed to be a deterrent to unsafe driving behaviors and is intended to improve overall traffic safety and reduce fatalities and injuries on Massachusetts’s roadways.
The Executive Office of Public Safety and Security, Highway Safety Division (EOPSS/HSD) awarded STEP grants totaling $1,600,000 to state police and fourteen selected police departments. The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration made the funds available to EOPSS/HSD.
