  Welcome and Introductions

  Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 
 Review/approval of August 28, 2014 minutes
The minutes from the TRCC meeting on August 28, 2014 were approved.

Presentations from FFY 2015 Applicants (Part 2)
Department of Public Health – Trauma Registry Vendor and Database Hosting Upgrades
Michael Kass, Director of DPH’s Office of Emergency Medical Services, and Bertina Backus provided a presentation for DPH’s project proposal.  A PowerPoint is attached. Michael Kass provided a background of the EMS system and explained that this project would be part a larger project to update the trauma registry. Bertina Backus discussed the current state of the system and explained some of the updates that are needed. She also explained that they are working on making the data more accessible.
UMassSAFE - Massachusetts Revised Crash Report Form E-Manual and Evaluation

Robin Riessman provided a presentation on UMassSAFE’s project proposal. A PowerPoint is attached. She provided a background on UMassSAFE’s program and explained that this project resulted from recommendations in the 2014 Massachusetts Traffic Records Assessment and the 2007 FMCSA Data Quality Assessment. The e-manual proposed would be web-based and would function like a toolkit. As part of this project, UMassSAFE would also evaluate the new crash report.   
Presentation from the Boston Police Department on their plan for reporting crashes to the RMV
Maria Cheever explained the difficulty of crash reporting for the Boston Police department. She explained that she is working with MassDOT, EOPSS, and NHTSA to improve their crash reporting. Their proposal to MassDOT for funding included a training component that officers would be required to take. She also mentioned that the Boston Police Department is also working on Data Driven Approaches to Crime and Traffic Safety.



Presentations from Traffic Records subgrantees

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement
A PowerPoint slide that was used during the presentation is attached. James Saliva said that Boston EMS is on track to hire a data analyst. They are moving the motor vehicle data into the GIS system and this will give the data base just under 13,000 records to search and report on. Boston EMS is working closely with our partners and they are in discussions on how to best share data with both our partners and the public.

UMassSAFE - Investigation of Improved Linkage Strategy towards the Development of a Central and Uniformed Crash Analysis Database

Robin Riessman provided an update on their current project. She said that UMass Amherst is still waiting for the health data to begin the linkage. 
Massachusetts State Police - State Police Traffic Crash Quality Assurance Project
A brief update is attached. 

Registry of Motor Vehicles – Scanning Solution for Police Crash Report, E-Submission, and the Crash Data System Stakeholder Data Improvement Project
Karen Perduyn provided an update on the RMV projects. She said that the RMV is catching up on the back log of paper reports that need to be scanned. 

She said that the Massachusetts State Police and 180 local departments are set up for electronic crash reporting. She mentioned that there have been a few issues because departments will switch workstations and not notify the RMV. Department will continue to submit reports but since the connection is lost, it won’t get to the RMV. 

Karen said that there has been no decision made about whether or not the crash system will be part of the Automated Licensing and Registration modernization project. 
Fisher College/ Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data
Alex Wagner said that he is still working on the draft report and hopes to finalize it in March. Once that is complete, he will be conducting a webinar to give the TRCC a more detailed update of the findings. 
Department of Public Health – MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity and Accessibility 
Ridgely Ficks provided an update on the project. She said that 45 services are now reporting automatically to MATRIS.

 Other business/upcoming events

Barbara Rizzuti began a discussion on the idea MassDOT had of establishing subcommittees for specific Traffic Records projects. All of the members who voice their opinions agreed that we would have more frequent TRCC meetings because they all want to hear updates on the project and provide comments.
