  Welcome and Introductions

  Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 

  Review/approval of May 14, 2014 minutes
The minutes from the TRCC meeting on May 14, 2014 were approved.

     Presentations from FFY 2015 Applicants

UMassSAFE - Crash Data Audit - An Investigation of Police Crash Reports to Establish and Assess Current Obstacles and Future Performance Measures & Monitoring
Robin Riessman provided a presentation on their proposed project (application and PowerPoint are attached.) UMassSafe and other traffic safety stakeholders will review crash reports for accuracy and completeness to help assess current obstacles and develop future performance measures. Since the 2013 crash year should be closing soon, UMassSAFE will probably be using this data set for their project. 

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston EMS Cyclist, Pedestrian & Vehicular Accident Information System Enhancement

Laura Williams provided a presentation on their proposed project (application attached.) Boston EMS is currently vetting the data for their current project. As part of the new project, Boston EMS is asking to hire a data analyst, which will allow them to use data in a more effective manner and be more proactive when addressing safety concerns. Boston EMS is currently in discussions to decide how to best share this data given HIPAA restrictions. 
Fisher College/Center for Leadership in Public Service - Crash Reporting Training and Technical Assistance for Law Enforcement Agencies
Alex Wagner and Officer Casey Hatchet provided a presentation on their proposed project (application and PowerPoint attached.) They gave a brief description of the Massachusetts Association of Crime Analysts. They said that the project will provide training and technical assistance to law enforcement agencies to improve the crash data that is sent to the RMV.
      Presentations from Traffic Records subgrantees

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement
The training is now completed, all three databases are continuing and the contract for the additional GIS dashboard has been finalized. Boston EMS has received multiple requests for data, reinforcing the benefit and utility of this project. The pedestrian work group convened and will be looking at determining a definition for ‘hot spot’ and identifying a number of locations to target.
UMassSAFE - Investigation of Improved Linkage Strategy towards the Development of a Central and Uniformed Crash Analysis Database

Robin Riessman said that UMassSAFE has internal approval to begin working on data linkages. However, they are still in discussions with the Center for Health Information and Analysis (CHIA) for their data.
Massachusetts State Police - State Police Traffic Crash Quality Assurance Project
A representative was not available to provide a presentation. A written project update is attached. 
Massachusetts Department of Transportation – Improving CDS Location Data Entry/Validation Tables and Inclusion of Police Incident Number in Crash Data
A representative was not available to provide a presentation. A written project update is attached. 
Registry of Motor Vehicles – Scanning Solution for Police Crash Report, E-Submission, and the Crash Data System Stakeholder Data Improvement Project
Karen Perduyn provided an update on the RMV projects. Currently, her office is scanning about 600 reports each day. The RMV is working on the training component as well as the ability for users to search by vehicle configuration, crash ID and injury status. The RMV is in discussions about the possibility of including the crash module in the updated Automated License and Registration System (ALARS). 
Fisher College/ Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data
Alex Wagner said that he is still working on the draft report and that he will be conducting a webinar to give the TRCC a more detailed update of the findings. He is hoping to conduct the webinar in September.  
Department of Public Health – MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity and Accessibility 
DPH is currently using NEMSIS version 2 but will be moving toward version 3, which is an enormous change and no state has converted to this yet. Bertina Backus, the new Epidemiologist for DPH, said that she is working on improving the quality of the trauma registry data and developing materials so that all processes can be documented.
