Meeting Summary
  Welcome and Introductions

  Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 

   Review/approval of May 31, 2013 minutes
The minutes from the TRCC meeting on May 31, 2013 were approved.

   2014 Traffic Records Assessment
Barbara Rizzuti provided information about the upcoming assessment. She said that in order to receive Traffic Records funding, Massachusetts must complete a non-punitive Traffic Records Assessment, which will begin in January 2014. She said that, unlike the last assessment in 2009 when a team came to Massachusetts for a week to conduct interviews, the entire assessment will be conducted electronically and it will be a three month process with three rounds of questions and answers.  She said that all states are required to answer a standardized set of questions about our systems and we will be issued a final report that identifies program strengths and opportunities for improvement.
   Crash Data Improvement Program (CDIP)

Bonnie Polin said that from September 30 - October 2, 2013, Massachusetts participated in a CDIP, which was sponsored by the Federal Highway Administration and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. A Technical Assistance Team conducted a comprehensive data quality assessment of Massachusetts crash data and recommended measures for improvement.  (Attached are the CDIP recommendations matrix and a draft of the final report.) Bonnie asked the TRCC to review the recommendations and indicate on the matrix whether or not agencies plan to implement them.

Executive-Level TRCC
Barbara Rizzuti said that the Executive-Level TRCC met the following month to discuss the vision for the TRCC moving forward. She said that one of the main issues discussed during the meeting was the underreporting of crashes by law enforcement. She said that the committee discussed ways to increase reporting and will have a follow up meeting in February to finalize the strategies. 
Presentations from current/recently ended Traffic Records subgrantees

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement

James Silvia provided a presentation on their current project. The goal is to provide a live look at what is happening in the city. For example, partners may be able to see if a large number of bike crashes in a particular area could be related to snow that isn’t being cleared properly. James Silvia said that he would look into providing the data to MassDOT since they don’t receive all of the police crash reports from Boston. 

Danvers Police Department - Automated Traffic Crash Reporting with GPS Location Identification

There has been a lot of progress in the last six months. The QED records management system is working and the dispatchers find this to be very helpful. This new system will also be very helpful in providing exchange forms when there are multi-car crashes.

Department of Public Health – Continued Deployment of Trauma Quality Improvements for Crash Injury Reports (FFY 2013 Project) MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity and Accessibility (FFY 2014 Project)

There was a meeting in October to review and approve the data submission requirements to ensure they will have reliable data. The goal of the system is to follow the patient from the crash through the entire hospital process.

Massachusetts Department of Transportation – Improving CDS Location Data Entry/Validation Tables and Inclusion of Police Incident Number in Crash Data

The Crash Report ID number was incorporated into the Crash Data System and is being populated both for electronic and paper submission. This has already been made useful in working with police for resubmission of previously rejected crashes and to assist with obtaining crash reports.

For the road inventory file update, Planning, with assistance from Central Transportation Planning Staff (CTPS), has already completed the processing of roadway names for 188 of the 351 cities/towns.  An additional 40 cities/towns have been processed through the cross-referencing stage.  Recently, Planning/CTPS has been averaging completion of over 30 cities/towns per month and cross referencing approximately 25 cities/towns monthly.  The updated roadway name will then be made available to the public, the vendors and will be put to use in the geocoded program.  It appears that MassDOT will be close to their June 2014 target, but may need to extend by a few months.  We will have a more definitive time frame at the next TRCC meeting.

Registry of Motor Vehicles – Scanning Solution for Police Crash Reports

The RMV has been working with Lighthouse on this project. MassDOT Business Requirements were completed and signed off and both scanners have been received. The RMV will test and configure them next month. 

Fisher College - Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data

Alex Wagner said that a draft data quality report was provided to EOPSS/HSD, MassDOT Highway Division and the RMV for feedback. Once the report is updated, it will be distributed to the TRCC. He is also working on the Descriptive Analysis Report. The project has been extended to March 31, 2014. Alex also mentioned that he has continued to promote the use of MassTRAC at conferences such as the International Association of Crime Analysts 2013 conference. 

Other business/upcoming events

Jeanne Hathaway wanted to discuss how Massachusetts was going to handle the issue of medical marijuana and driving. Bonnie Polin mentioned that the updated crash report form allows for law enforcement to report drug involvement. Chief Meaney said that it is difficult to have OUI convictions when a machine is measuring someone's alcohol levels; it's going to be even more difficult to prove someone is drug impaired. Lt. Klane mentioned that some courts don't recognize Drug Recognition Experts. Jeanne said that she would provide the TRCC with additional information. It was decided that this topic will be included on a future agenda for further discussion.
