Meeting Summary
Welcome and Introductions
Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. Ellen Frank welcomed everyone on behalf of EOPSS. She noted that Sheila Burgess resigned from EOPSS/HSD and that she wanted to thank the TRCC for working together. Ellen noted Sheila’s commitment to the TRCC and told the committee that Sheila is doing better. She thanked Barbara Rizzuti for taking over as the TRCC Chair, noting she would continue that role until a new Director is hired. Ellen noted other changes at EOPSS including the new Secretary Andrea Cabral and Undersecretary Nancy Powers. Undersecretary Curt Wood will remain the Point of Contact for traffic records. 
Review/approval of May 3, 2012 minutes
Alex Wagner motioned to accept the minutes from the last meeting and it was seconded by Robin Riessman. The minutes from May 3, 2012 were accepted.  
Review requirements under MAP-21 and New Application Process

Barbara Rizzuti provided an overview of the Traffic Records requirements under MAP-21 and how this will change the application process. The presentation is attached. 
Presentations from Section 408 applicants
   Boston (EMS) / Boston Public Health Commission – Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement
 
Laura Williams from Boston EMS presented an update on this project. Three years of cyclist data has been reviewed and validated. This will help determine if any group (by age, gender, etc.) jumps out as to being involved in a majority of the crashes. Boston EMS has also begun the development of a data extraction tool for pedestrian incidents.  

Laura noted that they are in the process of evaluating what is important to share with other communities. Laura said they are working on collaborations with other police departments to link police incidents with EMS incidents, but this project will not include naming who is at fault during their analysis. 
Fisher College - Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data

Alex Wagner from Fisher College presented an update on their project. There are some quality issues with the data, but the project will show what the quality issues are and how MassTRAC can still be used for analysis purposes. Law enforcement data is being spot checked to see if it matches what is in MassTRAC. Alex also said that he would look into obtaining diagrams from crash reports to see how it relates to what is in MassTRAC. Alex also said that he will look to the TRCC for feedback about what is needed from this project or future projects to help with policy decision. 

DPH - Continued Deployment of Trauma Quality Improvements for Crash Injury Reports     
A report from the American College of Surgeons notes that DPH has a good regulatory structure, but recommended that DPH hire a trauma coordinator. DPH plans to develop advisory boards to help improve data quality and get buy-in. DPH is looking to incentivize ambulance services to improve their reporting. Currently, 90% of ambulance services are submitting. 
MassDOT – Improving CDS Location Data Entry/Validation Tables and Inclusion of Police Incident Number in Crash Data
Police incident numbers have been added and this has been helpful in finding crash reports when working with the State Police. This project will help improve location information because roadway names had not been updated since 2001. Once finalized, this information will be sent to police departments so they can update their own systems. 
Other business/upcoming events
Barbara Rizzuti noted that with the quick turnaround time for the Traffic Records application, she is hoping to send a draft of the Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements by the end of the week. 

Alex Wagner mentioned a Public Safety Research and Planning Group that will be meeting on Tuesday, April 9th from 10 am - noon at Fisher College (118 Beacon Street, Boston).  April's meeting will be dedicated to a discussion of DDACTS (Data-Driven Approaches to Crime and Traffic Safety).
