Meeting Summary
  Welcome and Introductions

  Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 

   Review/approval of December 13, 2013 minutes
The minutes from the TRCC meeting on December 13, 2013 were approved.

2014 Traffic Records Assessment Report

Some of the thoughts the TRCC had about the Traffic Records Assessment process are below:

· The reports seemed pretty accurate

· It was very time consuming
· Very limited opportunity for communication with the assessment team

· Not much flexibility with the system – for instance, we were asked to not upload Word documents

· Responders would refer a question to another person but wouldn’t know if the question was actually answered
Update from the Executive-Level TRCC Meeting – Campaign to Increase Crash       Reporting
Barbara Rizzuti gave a summary of the last Executive-Level TRCC meeting in March. She also noted that there is a hand out (attached) from EOPSS regarding the Motor Vehicle Automated Citation and Crash System (MACCS) project. She also said that the Executive- Level TRCC tasked the working-level TRCC with developing a campaign to improve crash reporting. Attendees provided suggestions such as the following: one-pagers for police that describe the importance of crash reporting, equipment or financial incentives for reporting, meeting with the MCOPA, and showing departments how they compare to other communities.

Barbara Rizzuti will follow up with some of the TRCC members who provided suggestions and report back to the group.
FFY 2015 Traffic Records Application Due to NHTSA by July 1st

Barbara Rizzuti said that the Availability of Grant Funding (AGF) for FFY 2015 has been posted. She will also send the FFY 2015 Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements to everyone for approval. She will also send the charter for signature as well. She asked agencies to also provide information about other Traffic Records Projects being funded by other sources so that she can include those in the plan as well.   
Presentations from Traffic Records subgrantees

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement
Laura Williams provided an update on the project. Boston EMS has been working to maintain the cyclist, pedestrian and vehicular incident databases and advance reporting through the utilization of a GIS platform, expanded database management capabilities, and system development. Reports were provided to Boston Bike, city representatives and members of the Boston Department of Transportation. 

UMassSAFE - Investigation of Improved Linkage Strategy towards the Development of a Central and Uniformed Crash Analysis Database
UMass is in the process of applying to the Center for Health Information and Analysis (CHIA). They will have additional information in a month or two. 
Massachusetts State Police - State Police Traffic Crash Quality Assurance Project
MSP and UMassSAFE are in in the initial stages of this project.
Danvers Police Department - Automated Traffic Crash Reporting with GPS Location Identification
Lt. Lovell provided an update on their project. He said that the Danvers Police Department has purchased the printers and they will be installed next week. He said that they will be working with the RMV to set up electronic reporting soon. 
Brookline Police Department - Electronic Crash Reporting System and Data Collection
Brookline Police Department provided a written summary of their progress (attached). 
Newton Police Department - Accident Analytics Interface
Steven Smith provided a demo of their project. The software application allows officers to view real-time crash and crime data. This software allows officers to input crash data to help with their analysis and problem identification even if a crash report isn’t required. 
Department of Public Health – Continued Deployment of Trauma Quality Improvements for Crash Injury Reports (FFY 2013 Project) MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity and Accessibility (FFY 2014 Project)
A data advisory board of providers and a trauma doctor was created in the fall of 2013 to identify processes to obtain and improve consistent comprehensive data accuracy; resources will be leveraged to coordinate and prepare for the board meetings and implement the processes recommended.  A full review of validation rules was performed by this group and the recommendations will be implemented in 2014.  This group will also be used for guidance on the migration to NEMSIS V3.
MassDOT– Improving Crash Data System Location Data Entry/Validation Tables and Inclusion of Police Incident Number in Crash Data
Dave Dinocco provided a PowerPoint presentation (attached). 
RMV – (1) Scanning Solution for Police Crash Report, (2) E-Submission, and the (3) Crash Data System Stakeholder Data Improvement Project
(1) The RMV purchased the two scanners and the staff should be trained by the second week in June. This will allow stakeholders to see all crash reports: written and electronic. 
(2) 162 local police departments are currently submitting crash reports electronically. 

(3) The RMV is in the process of reviewing the recommendations from the Crash Data Improvement Program (CDIP) and the 2014 Traffic Records Assessment. 
Fisher College - Center for Leadership in Public Service - Predictive Traffic Analytics Using MassTRAC Data
Fisher College provided a written summary of their progress (attached).
