Welcome and Introductions

Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 
Section 405c application to NHTSA
Barbara Rizzuti told the TRCC that EOPSS/HSD was currently working on their FFY 2016 Highway Safety Plan and other applications for funding from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). She said that the applications are due to NHTSA by July 1st and that she would be reaching out to TRCC members soon for their signed charters and approval of the Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements.

Presentations from current Traffic Records subgrantees

Boston Emergency Medical Services / Boston Public Health Commission - Boston Vehicle & Pedestrian Accident Information System Enhancement

Laura Segal provided an update (PowerPoint slide attached). She said that the Mayor created the Vision Zero Task Force to help reduce crashes and fatalities in Boston. They have been working with Boston Police to define hotspots and assess the top 10 to see what can be done to improve safety. They are also in talks on how to best share data with both partners and the public.
UMassSAFE - Investigation of Improved Linkage Strategy towards the Development of a Central and Uniformed Crash Analysis Database

Robin Riessman said that UMassSAFE doesn’t have the data yet, but they are working on revising their application with the Center for Health Information and Analysis (CHIA).
Massachusetts State Police - State Police Traffic Crash Quality Assurance Project

Sgt. Matt Murphy provided an update on MSP’s project. The MSP is working to improve their crash data quality and is hoping to provide monthly data reports that are more meaningful. They have already trained approximately 100 people on Excel and would like to work with MassDOT to provide the MSP with training on how to properly complete the location section of the crash report form.  Unfortunately, some of the crash reports are misidentified and the MSP is working to fix this. For example, some injury crashes are classified as property damage only. UMassSAFE was contracted to help the MSP with this project and Robin Riessman noted that there may be an issue with the MSP’s records management system or the RMV’s crash data system and the way data is transferred to the RMV. 
Department of Public Health – MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Accuracy, Completeness, Uniformity and Accessibility 
Ridgely Ficks provided an update on the Massachusetts Ambulance Trip Record Information System (MATRIS). DPH has had internal discussions about better enforcement mechanisms to encourage agencies to submit data. They have been trying to get agencies to automate data submission. 
Bertina Backus provided an update on the trauma registry. They are waiting for IT approvals before they can move forward with their system updates.                                    
Review/approval of February 23, 2015 minutes

The minutes from the TRCC meeting on February 23, 2015 were approved.
Open discussion on crash data quality and updates to the crash form            
Barbara Rizzuti opened up the meeting for discussion on crash data quality. She explained that the RMV was in the process of printing more crash report forms and they have the opportunity to make some updates. She explained that RMV isn’t able to make updates to the fields, but they are able to change the language in the directions or definitions. 
Karen Perduyn mentioned that many crash reports are accepted with warnings. The TRCC discussed the possibility of providing additional crash report training to officers. There was a recommendation to create an e-learning video and to make sure that IT department within each police agency knew what was going on. Members also discussed looking at what data is essential to have for our work and what is nice to have.  
Karen Perduyn mentioned that the RMV is closing the 2013 crash data set and they are working on developing data quality reports for each police department. Rick Conard mentioned that MassDOT’s Data Portal will be adding statistical information as well.
Karen Perduyn asked that the TRCC send her any suggestions for updates to the crash report form by June 20th.
