Welcome and Introductions

Barbara Rizzuti thanked everyone for coming. All attendees introduced themselves. 
Review/approval of June 5, 2015 minutes

The minutes from the TRCC meeting on June 5, 2015 were approved.

Presentations from FFY 2016 Applicants 

Boston EMS – Boston Cyclist, Pedestrian, & Vehicular Information System Enhancement

Laura Segal provided a presentation on their proposed project for Traffic Records funding. Of the incidents Boston EMS responded to in 2014, approximately 555 were for cyclist incidents, 724 were for pedestrian incidents and over 3,700 were for motor vehicle incidents. Both cyclist and pedestrian incidents showed a decline from the year prior. She said that Boston is dedicated to improving roadway safety. On March 25, 2015, Boston’s Mayor, Martin J. Walsh, announced five transportation initiatives, including adoption of Vision Zero Boston, with the goal of eliminating traffic fatalities. The premise of Vision Zero is that traffic fatalities are not accidents, but rather they are crashes that can be prevented by effective policies and systematic evaluation, enforcement, engineering, education, and community engagement. Boston EMS is an active member of the City’s Vision Zero taskforce and has been a participant in the previous Cyclist and Pedestrian workgroups. The ability of the City to make informed decisions pertaining to roadway improvement plans is dependent upon the availability of timely incident data. Boston EMS is able to address this need through this funding. 

Over the next year, Boston EMS will expand upon the existing Traffic Safety projects to further enhance EMS roadway incident analysis and reporting, including the development of another multi-year report and more frequent public reporting. 

There were questions  from TRCC members about how Boston will sustain this project and Laura said that there are licensing costs that the Boston Public Health Commission will pay for, but they need some more investment before they are able to sustain this project. 
Department of Public Health – MATRIS and Trauma Registry Data Uniformity, Accuracy, Completeness and Timeliness

Michael Kass provided a presentation for their project proposal (PowerPoint attached). He said that DPH is still in their building phase for these systems and is seeking this additional support. They also have additional stakeholders, such as the Massachusetts Emergency Management Agency (MEMA), who was able to see the effect last winter’s snow had on ambulance response time. Also, the Governor’s Office has relied on this system for opioid data. 
Central Transportation Planning Staff, Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization - Evaluation of the Accuracy of the “Traffic Control Device” Field in Crash Data System Records and Development of a GIS Database of Traffic Control Devices Not Owned by the MassDOT Highway Division

Kathy Jacob provided a presentation for their project proposal (PowerPoint attached). She said that this project will help improve the crash data system and the roadway inventory file. They have agreements with MassDOT to add this data to their database. 

MassDOT/RMV – Data Quality Review of Crash Reports Accepted with Warning and Technical Assistance to Police Departments to Improve Completeness and Reduce Errors

Karen Perduyn and Robin Riessman provided a presentation (PowerPoint attached). The goal of this project is to improve the completeness of the crash data by conducting a quality control review of crash reports submitted by local and state police that are accepted with warnings. They will provide feedback and technical assistance to help police departments. Findings could be used to guide discussion on proposed action steps to address specific problem statewide.
