The subcommittee reviewed and approved minutes from the previous meeting.
Naoka Carey provided an update on the Data Bill that is under consideration in the state legislature. The bill was favorably reported out of the Committee on Public Safety. The Committee on Ways and Means is in the process of assessing the costs that would be associated with passage of the bill.
The subcommittee reviewed and discussed national The Sentencing Project report entitled Racial Disparities in Youth Commitments and Arrests. The report provides statistics showing an increase in racial and ethnic disparities at the contact points of arrest and commitment.
The subcommittee reviewed and discussed the Relative Rate Index (RRI) document that Dr. Booher created based on data from the Massachusetts JDAI Data Dashboard. It shows that disparities in Massachusetts are worsening. 
The subcommittee discussed activities addressing racial and ethnic disparities (RED) that had occurred during the past year such as implicit bias training for judges, implicit bias training for an array of stakeholders as part of the JJAC-DYS Leadership Training Series,  RED training sponsored by the Child Welfare and Juvenile Justice Leadership Forum, etc.
The subcommittee discussed potential new activities to consider for the upcoming year such as working with school districts such as Boston with regard to implicit bias as it relates to school discipline and school-based arrest trends and meeting with the Massachusetts Chiefs of Police Association to provide education on racial and ethnic disparities.
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
