Meeting Summary
Welcome and Introductions
Sheila Burgess, Director for EOPSS/HSD, welcomed attendees. She then thanked everyone for their help and patience over the past 12 months.  She mentioned that the process should be smoother next year. 

Sheila Burgess then asked everyone to introduce themselves and then thanked everyone for attending the meeting.

Approval of Minutes

There was a motion from Sylvia Hobbs to approve the minutes from April 9, 2010. The motion was seconded and there were no objections. The minutes were approved.

Obtain Signed Charters

Sheila Burgess then mentioned that EOPSS/HSD is hoping to receive all of the charters by the end of the week. 
Review of 2010 Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements and Section 408 Application 

Sheila Burgess mentioned that the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) will be reviewing each project carefully to ensure they match with the strategic plan. 
Bill Giuffre then went over the one page handout describing the Section 408 Grant Program (attached). He described what information will be included in the EOPSS/HSD Section 408 application to NHTSA. Bill Giuffre then went over the changes/edits in the 2010 Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements that were submitted by TRCC members. He mentioned the plan was last updated in 2005. 
Bill Giuffre noted that someone mentioned the fact that there are statements in the section on the traffic records organization that say the Massachusetts Executive-Level Traffic Records Coordinating Committee (METRCC) is responsible for establishing a strategic vision and providing executive-level coordination and support for projects. These items are not covered by the METRCC charter, but they should be. It was decided that since the METRCC Charters have been signed for this year, the statement will be added to the charter for next year. 
Bill Giuffre noted that there was an inconsistency between the flow chart and the narrative for the METRCC, which was fixed. Kathy Jacobs from the Boston Region MPO mentioned that the Massachusetts Regional Planning Agencies were not listed on the organizational chart.  Bill Giuffre said that it would be added. 
Sylvia Hobbs from DPH mentioned that the information for trauma registry and death certificates on page 2-4 under Injury Surveillance Data System should be changed. She will send an email to Bill Giuffre, Sheila Burgess, and Barbara Rizzuti with the changes. 

Mark Berger from MassDOT noted that the Crash Data System uses roadway information as the basis for locating crashes.  Bill Giuffre said that he would add that information to the plan. 

Richard Hill from the MRB asked for additional information to be added to the description of the MRB on page 2-1. Bill Giuffre said that he would add the description for the MRB under section 2.3 Driver Data System to the first section under 2.0 Traffic Records Systems. 

Bill Giuffre then went over the section on the Traffic Records Assessment. He mentioned that he struggled with this because he does not want to change the report from the assessment, although some of the names of the organizations mentioned in the report have changed. Sylvia Hobbs said that quotation marks should be added with the correct names of the organizations. Mark Berger noted that the way it is written in the 2010 Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements is confusing. Sheila Burgess mentioned that she could have an asterisk added with the correct names noted on the bottom. Sylvia Hobbs noted that NHTSA may add this document to their website and she wants to make sure that the readers have the correct information. Mark Berger asked to have all references to the Executive Office of Transportation (EOT) and MassHighway changed to MassDOT.  Bill Giuffre said that the plan would be with updated brackets that say “now MassDOT” when there is a reference to EOT or MassHighway. 
Holly Hackman of DPH also mentioned that there are additional surveys conducted by DPH that should be added to the plan.  Sheila Burgess asked Holly Hackman to send language for this to her, Bill Giuffre, and Barbara Rizzuti for inclusion in the plan. 

Richard Hill then asked the TRCC if they knew the difference between a DUI and an OUI. He notes that they mean the same in Massachusetts; however, there may be differences in there meanings in other parts of the country. 

Bill Giuffre mentioned that the METRCC decided to combine the Section 408 proposals submitted by the Southeastern Massachusetts EMS Council, Inc. and Millville Fire Rescue. DPH would sponsor this project now entitled “Electronic Patient Care Records Design and Pilot.” 

Sylvia Hobbs noted that some of the systems mentioned in the project description exist and do not need to be created.  Sheila Burgess said that the private ambulance companies mentioned in the original proposals are not eligible to receive funding through this grant. Sheila Burgess also mentioned that the language regarding the design of the project should be kept in here as a safeguard in case funding is needed for this. Sylvia Hobbs said that she wants to visualize what the funding will be spent on. Sheila Burgess said that EOPSS/HSD will not know until it is approved by NHTSA. Bill Giuffre mentioned that if everything is in place, the pilot part of the project can begin once it is approved. 

Jerry O’Keefe said that he thought private companies could not receive funding from EOPSS/HSD but they could receive equipment through another agency. Sheila Burgess said that it is her understanding that private, for-profit organizations can not receive any funding or equipment through this grant opportunity. Sylvia Hobbs asked Sheila Burgess if she could make edits to the project and send them to her as an update. Sheila Burgess said that she could. 
Bill Giuffre asked if the TRCC could verbally approve the 2010 Strategic Plan for Traffic Records Improvements with the understanding that it would be updated with the comments from this meeting. 

Richard Hill motioned to accept the plan. Chief Robert Meaney of MCOPA seconded the motion. There were no objections.  

Project Progress Reports

Karen Perduyn of the Registry of Motor Vehicles gave a brief update on the E-Submission Project.  She noted that the web application is in place. They are able to see if reports are accepted or rejected and what the data quality issues are. The RMV is having a problem with location information because of the lack of diagrams and narratives. She noted that the RMV had a meeting with the MBTA and Boston Police Departments. The MBTA and Boston Police Departments said that they do not have the tools for reporting crashes.  Sheila Burgess said that the Boston Police Department is applying for the grant that was released by EOPSS/HSD to increase crash reporting. Sheila Burgess also asked Karen Perduyn to provide her and Barbara Rizzuti with a list of the departments that are not reporting because they will not receive additional funding from EOPSS/HSD. She noted that this is a part of the subgrantee conditions and will be enforced. 
Sylvia Hobbs of the Department of Public Health gave an update on the Massachusetts Ambulance Trip Record Information System (MATRIS) and Trauma Registry Project. She said that MATRIS is preparing to go live and they have completed the Americans with Disabilities Act compliance testing. She mentioned that the user agreements (attached) are available for TRCC members who want access. She also said that training sessions have been held with hospitals. 
Derryl Dion from the Department of Fire Services gave a brief update on the Massachusetts Fire Incident Reporting System Project. He said that he had not been able to purchase software for the project until two months ago and he has not purchased the plotter yet. They have been able to geocode existing data but there are errors in location data. He is hoping to get back to this project this summer.
Sylvia Hobbs said that Massachusetts Geographical Information System (MassGIS) will be moving to the Information Technology Division. State agencies will be able to use this.
   Formation of TRCC Sub-Committees

Sheila Burgess said that she would like to postpone the discussion of TRCC sub-committees until the next meeting. She asked if anyone had suggestions for sub-committees to send them to her or Barbara Rizzuti.

Kevin Howard from Cambridge Systematics, Inc. then gave a demonstration of MassTRAC.
