Activities for the Junior Leadership Academy will include indoor rock climbing, Curious
Creatures, a fishing trip, Jump On In, bowling, a K-9 demonstration, a
cookout/graduation and more.

These academies are made possible through a grant from New England HIDTA (High
Intensity Drug Trafficking Area). The New England HIDTA recognizes the importance
in fostering a partnership among law enforcement professionals, educators and local
treatment and prevention experts.
