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Communities Count – Springfield
$1 Million in Neighborhood Stabilization Program Funds:

DHCD awarded Springfield $1 million in funds for the acquisition and  rehabilitation of foreclosed and vacant properties in the South End.

$5 Million in funds for Weatherization Assistance Program:

Working with state and local partners, homeowners will receive an average $5,000 per home for general weatherization and heating system upgrades.

Youth Energy Efficiency and Conservation Outreach:

Participants will receive weatherization & energy conservation orientation, and then perform outreach to offer homeowners weatherization tips and info on in-home energy conservation.

Goal is to reach 1,000 households over six weeks, starting on July 1 using 10-15 youth workers.

Springfield High Risk Youth Transitional Work Program:


Workers will make improvements to South End neighborhood.

The program will also assist high-risk youth in developing their job readiness, education, and life skills though a series of classes.

Workshop for Small Businesses on Surviving Economy:

Sponsored by the Office of Small Business & Entrepreneurship and their partners in Springfield, the Black Chamber of Commerce, the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, and the Allied Chamber of Commerce. 

Consumer Affairs Foreclosure Help Workshop: 

Office of Consumer Affairs will host a foreclosure workshop that will allow homeowners to meet with lenders in order to discuss potential solutions to loan problems. The aim of these workshops is to prevent foreclosure, which has disproportionately hurt the South End.

Springfield Accepted in Gateway Cities Park Program:

The Gateway Cities Park Program will help the City of Springfield make essential park improvements, such as: clean up, siting, planning and construction.
