The Department anticipates the availability of funding for the following Federal Fiscal Year 2017 Massachusetts Community Development Block Grant (MA CDBG) program components:

Community Development Fund / Mini-Entitlement Program

The MA CDBG program provides federal funds on a competitive basis to municipalities with a population of less than 50,000 that are not designated by HUD as entitlement areas.  Communities may apply to the Community Development Fund or the Mini-Entitlement Program for a variety of projects including rehabilitation of housing stock, improvements to infrastructure, stabilization of neighborhoods, planning, public social services and downtown related projects.

An additional formal hearing on the Plan is anticipated in December 2016.

Driving from the North
From 93S take the Storrow Drive exit, at the bottom of the bridge turn off at Nashua Street. DO NOT GO
INTO THE TUNNEL. Turn right at end of ramp onto Nashua Street going towards the Fleet Center. Follow
Nashua Street around the Jail and past Spaulding Hospital. The street will make a right turn and come to a traffic light where you have to turn left. Turn left. Go to the next traffic light and go straight. This is Merrimac Street. Follow Merrimac to the next traffic light and turn as if going right. The entrance to the Government Center garage will be in front of you. If you are going to 100 Cambridge Street continue turning right (New Chardon Street). Follow New Chardon up the hill thru the pedestrian light and to the working traffic light at Cambridge Street. 100 Cambridge Street is diagonally across on your left (a large 100 is in the window over the front entrance).			           			            

						        	Driving from the South
Take Interstate 95N to Interstate 93N to Boston, enter new 93N Tunnel. Take Exit 26/Storrow Drive. After exiting you are on Martha Way, bear left on Merrimac Street. Government Center Parking Garage is straight
ahead at the end of Merrimac (across New Chardon).
	
	Driving from the West
Take 90E (Mass Pike) to 93N to Boston, enter new 93N Tunnel. Take Exit 26/Storrow Drive. After exiting you are on Martha Way, bear left on Merrimac Street. Government Center Parking Garage is straight ahead at the end of Merrimac (across New Chardon).


Directions to West Springfield Municipal [image: mqmapgend]Building
Take Massachusetts Turnpike to Exit 4, West Springfield.  At Exit 4, follow I-91 South signs towards Springfield.  Take exit 13B (Route 5 South) off of I-91 South.  This will be Riverdale Street.  You will see plazas on your left; at traffic signals there will be Cinemas on your right.  Go thru these traffic lights past the Cinemas, and take your first right onto Elm Street.  Stay on Elm Street and proceed thru two sets of lights, (the first set is at the intersection of Elm Street and Kings Highway; continue straight through those lights, the second set of lights will be at the intersection of Elm Street and Westfield St. (Route 20) go straight through those lights).  Central Street will be on the right.  Take a right onto Central Street.  The Municipal Office building is the brick building on the right – there are park lots on the left.
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From 1290 East:

Take Exit 14 (Route 122 — Barre/Uxbridge), bear right onto the ramp (the sign reads “Grafton Hil"), and merge onto Water Street
Stay in the left lane and proceed straight through the traffic signal onto Grafion Street. At the second signal, tum left onto Franklin
Street. The parking garage enirance is on the right. Parking fees are $2 00 for one hour and $3.00 for two hours, increasing one
dollar for each consecutive hour.

From 1-290 West:

Take Exit 14 (Route 122 — Bamre/Uxbridge). At end of the ramp, tum left onto Grafton Street. Remain in the leftt lane and proceed
under the 1-290 overpass and through the traffic signal. At the next traffic signal, take a left onto Frankiin Street. The parking garage
entrance is on the right. Parking fees are $2.00 for one hour and $3.00 for two hours, increasing one dollar for each consecuive
hour.

From Mass Pike (Exit 10 or 10A), 1395, Route 146
Proceed onto 1-200 East and follow directions above.

By WRTA Bus:

The best bus routes to take from City Hall are the 1, 5, 15, and 16. Routes 11, 33 and 42 also stop at Union Station on the
inbound runs only. All buses stop at the bus shelter on Foster Street. Proceed to Union Station either through the main entrance
at Washington Square or through the Peter Pan/Greyhound bus depot entrance. CMRPC is located on the second floor of Union
Station.
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
